Notes for “Spirit Of Autumn”

Left hand fingerings: T 1 2 3 4 placed just to the left of it’s assigned note. 

Right hand: p=thumb i=index m=middle a=ring

Use standard right hand classical technique throughout unless otherwise noted: p covers lowest 3 strings, i m a cover the 3rd, 2nd, & 1st strings respectively. 

<  > Notes inside this symbol means the note is fingered; however the note is not yet being sounded. This may help with preparation of the left hand for notes in that measure and sometimes just to hold back sympathetic vibrations, for sound clarity. 

Notations for fingerings, positioning, etc are not  normally repeated in the TAB if stated previously in the piece.  

HOLDS

It is paramount to the piece that you dictate how the notes ring together. Specific lengths that notes should be ringing and also cancelled help give the piece it’s sound. Pay close attention to tie length. Example: 0:31 & 0:46

THINK LEAVES ( This piece is a “soundscape painting”. A literal interpretation/impression of the environment - Minooka Park in Waukesha, Wisconsin in autumn. It was a golden day-sitting in a field and also the woods, being awed by nature.  

It applies especially to themes at: 0:54, 1:17 & 2:50. The “turning of Autumn” is told by changing from the major theme to the relative minor at 0:12. Thus, the passing of summer to the short golden season.   

There’s a few times I pluck notes behind the nut. I use this technique on a few other songs.  The notes here are probably not in tune with this song on your guitar. This is hit or miss; since this recording I’ve had my nut replaced and the notes aren’t as in tune but are still workable.

0:53 - I find by barring the 1st finger completely & even over lapping it over the fingerboard here relaxes the hand to reach the other notes.
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
